2. The default setting is Gear 1 when 
the device is turned on. Press the 
button again to switch to Gear 2. To 
turn off the device, press and hold 
the button for 1 second.

4. For knitted fabrics, slide the 
device along the direction of the 
pattern.

3. Gear 1 is indicated by one white 
light, and Gear 2 is indicated by two 
white lights. Gear 2 also supports 
plug-and-play functionality.

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6. If the clothing has protruding 
decorations, avoid these areas 
while trimming.

5. For thin fabrics, use Gear 1 and 
fold the clothes into two layers on a 
flat surface before trimming.

2. To use the lint brush, gently move 
it in the opposite direction of the 
fabric’s texture, in one direction 
only. Avoid brushing back and forth 
to prevent damage to the fabric.

1. The lint brush on the back is 
designed to remove dust and hair 
from clothes.

b. Operating Instructions for Lint Brush

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2. Take the included charging 
cable, insert one end into the 
charging port located at the bottom 
of the product’s handle, and 
connect the other end to a 5V 
charger.

1. Place the product in an 
environment with a temperature 
between 5°C and 35°C for charging.

4. After charging is complete, the 
white indicator light in Gear 1 will 
stay on and turn off once the power 
is disconnected.

3. During charging, the white 
indicator light in Gear 1 will flash. 
Charging will take about 60 
minutes, and once fully charged, 
the product can be used for about 
60 minutes (in Gear 2).

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5. During use (in Gear 1 or Gear 2), 
when the battery level falls below 
20 % , the second indicator light will 
turn red, and the light will pulse, 
indicating that the battery is low 
and needs to be charged.

as it may damage the device.
2. To ensure the product’s lifespan, disconnect the power once the device is fully 
charged.
3. Before discarding the device, the battery must be removed.
4. Make sure the device is powered off before removing the battery.
5. To remove the battery: First, unscrew the back cover and open it. Then, 
remove the battery compartment cover, and finally, take out the circuit board 
assembly and cut off the battery.

16. Do not use this product to trim lint from stockings or satin fabrics, as they 
may get sucked into the blade and get damaged.
17. Do not charge this product for more than 12 hours continuously.
18. Never leave the product unattended while it is charging.
19. Do not remove the net cover unless it needs to be cleaned.
20. Do not press on the net cover during use.
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1. Ensure the product is turned off and 
not connected to the charging cable 
(never turn on the product while 
cleaning).

2. Press the button on the left side of 
the device to remove the lint 
compartment.

3. Rotate the net cover 
counterclockwise to remove it.

4. Gently pinch the edges of the blade 
and lift it off. Never pinch the sharp 
edges of the blade to avoid injury.

9. Clean the product with a damp cloth 
or a non-abrasive sponge. Do not use 
soap or cleaning agents.

10. To maintain the best lint removal 
performance, it is recommended to 
replace the blade once a year.

7. Rinse the head of the machine under 
a tap and let it air dry.

8. Place the blade back into the lint 
compartment and rotate the net cover 
clockwise to secure it.
