Position the projector suspended from the ceiling in front of the screen. After
securing the projector, turn it on and configure the following settings:

1. Starting the projector

1.1 Connect the power cable to both the projector and a power outlet. If
applicable, switch on the power outlet. The power indicator light on the
projector will turn red once power is supplied. To ensure safety, use only the
provided power cable to prevent risks such as electrical shock or fire.

1.2 Press the power button on the projector or the remote control to turn it on.
Once the lamp illuminates, the power indicator will turn yellowish-green. The
fans will start, and the projector will display a startup image while it warms up.
During this warm-up phase, the projector will not respond to additional
commands.

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lConnecting HD devices

1. HD technology supports uncompressed video data transmission between
compatible devices, such as laptops, DTV tuners, DVD players, Blu-ray players,
and displays, using a single cable. Ensure that an appropriate HD cable is used
when establishing a connection.




2. To connect, first connect to the Wi-Fi or set up a hotspot. After connecting
to the network, you can stream the video online. The projector and HD devices
to be connected include laptops, DVD players, digital tuners, Chromecast, Fire
TV, etc.
